
 
 

A FAIR-LY GREAT DAY FOR THE PNE! 
 
For Immediate Release 
 
Vancouver, B.C.: Free admission from 9:00 am – noon on the first day of the 96th 
annual Fair at the PNE sparked the second biggest opening day in the Fair’s 
history.  
 
“What an incredible day, and what an incredible show of support. We are thrilled 
with the turnout and are so pleased with the strong start to this year’s Fair,” says 
PNE President and CEO Michael McDaniel. 
 
The seventeen-day Fair, which ends Labour Day, welcomed 92,247 guests on its 
opening day, Saturday, August 19th. The largest opening day in the PNE’s history 
was in 1994 when local radio station CKNW celebrated its 50th anniversary by 
offering 98-cent admission for the day. Over 133-thousand guests attended that 
day. The largest day in the Fair’s history was on August 31st, 1994 when the Fair 
offered free admission and Playland rides after having to evacuate its grounds a 
week earlier as a result of the neighbouring Alberta Wheat Pool fire. 135-
thousand people took advantage of the offer and attended the Fair that day.
